He was elected to the Rajya Sabha in November 2008. Standing Committee on Finance from July 2008 to November 2008. Was a member of the National Committee on NCC. Committee on Railways from January 2009 to May 2009, Consultative Committee for the Ministry of Petroleum and Natural Gas in July 2009, Committee on Home Affairs from August 2009 to August 2010, General Purposes Committee from October 2010 to November 2014, Member of House Committee in September 2010 and In August 2010, he was nominated as the chairman of the Health and Family Welfare Committee.
